Child to child massage is given and received with the child’s permission on the head, back and arms.  It is fun for children and staff!





Instructor’s role:


To impart knowledge of the programme and the range of positive touch activities that can be used in the curriculum to all school/organisation staff and to introduce the daily massage routine directly to the children supported by the class teacher or adult in charge.

Improved calmness and concentration; increased respect for self and others; increased self esteem; feelings and emotions can be recognised and discussed; social inclusion increases; bullying decreases.
